· Could play times be staggered? T Allen explained that they already are.
· Parents would like more After School Clubs, particularly gymnastics
· Homework was raised. T Allen explained that some parents want more, some want less. Parents need to speak to the child’s class teacher.
· Start time for Reception, could this be changed? We agreed that we would look into this and explained the current reason being so T Allen could bring Alfie into the playground.
· Discussion was had about the school’s input into the 11+ and J Owen explained that the school helped the children by carrying out a familiarisation test. She explained that the school’s responsibility is to teach the National Curriculum.
· Question was raised about sharing SAT’s results. T Allen explained that for years 2 and 6 they would be on the children’s report. Phonics scores and EYFS data is also shared on the reports.
· Statement was made that the playground is too concrete and the children need more things to do. T Allen explained about Opal and that the children have sand pits, a water area, the ‘Rainforest Reading Room’, climbing frame and there were plans for more. Other parents said that it had dramatically improved.
