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Parent Forum
Purpose – the Parent Forum is a partnership between the School Community, which includes parents and carers, and the School.  It is a valuable way to share ideas, views and concerns and make suggestions for development.

Aims – to work together to help support the education provided for all children in the school;
	To share information, knowledge and skills;
	To meet in a mutually supportive environment;
To further improve the communications between staff, the school community and governors.

Meetings – Meetings will take place once a term wherever possible and letters will be sent out in a timely fashion to the school community. Parent/Carers will be expected to fill in reply slips to confirm their attendance.

Reporting – Minutes of each meeting will be placed on the school website so that the entire school community is aware of matters being discussed.  



Do’s
· Respect other people’s views and opinions
· Allow others to make comments
· Understand that there are various items on the agenda and all need to be discussed. Accordingly, individual contributions may be limited.
· Remember that we are ALL there because we care about the children and the school as a whole and want to do our best for them.
· You may not agree with some people’s views or wish to discuss them but all matters raised by the school community should have the opportunity to be discussed.
