	Use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination
	Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including details.  

Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises. 

Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear etc.   

Explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings.

	Develop a wide range of techniques in using colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space:
	Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to express them. 
Join different materials and explore different textures.

Explore colour and colour mixing. 

Create closed shapes with continuous lines, and begin to use these shapes to represent objects.

Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them. 

Create collaboratively sharing ideas, resources and skills.

	Colour:
1.a.1    I can name all the colours. I know what secondary colours are.

1.a.2    I am beginning to mix colours to create new colours, focussing on making it lighter or darker.

1.a.3    I can use language to describe colour.
1.a.4    I can use different tools to apply colour.

Pattern:
1.a.5    I can describe patterns around me. 
1.a.6    I can create repeated patterns.

Texture:
1.a.7    I can use texture to add to my work.

1.a.8    I can use different materials to weave- simple paper, card or loom weaving. Use different materials to weave.

1.a.9   I can use printing to show texture.

Line:
1.a.10    I can use a variety of tools and materials to create lines- felt tips, crayons, charcoal, graphite, paint, brushes…

1.a.11   I can notice direction of lines.

Form (3D construction)
1.a.12    I can use both hands to build.

1.a.13    I can construct to represent my ideas.

1.a.14    I can cut using scissors.

1.a.15    I can make simple joins.

1.a.16    I can pinch, roll coils and slabs when working with modelling medias.
1.a.17    I can carve into a material. This could be veg/clay/soap.

1.a.18    I can use malleable materials for a planned purpose e.g. pots.

1.a.19    I understand the safety and basic care of materials and tools.

Shape and space:
1.a.20    I am becoming more aware of shapes in my world.

1.a.21    Draw shapes based on observations.

1.a.22     I am becoming more aware of forms within space.


	Colour: 
2.a.1    I can name primary and secondary colours. 

2.a.2    I can mix different secondary colours to create tertiary colours (different tones e.g. brown based colours).

2.a.3    I am creating different tones of colour by using black and white.

2.a.4    I am becoming more descriptive with colour e.g. mud brown. 

Pattern:
2.a.5    I can recognise patterns in nature.

2.a.6    I can create irregular patterns based on real life e.g. tiger patterns.

2.a.7    I can recognise man-made patterns.

2.a.8    I know the difference between a regular and irregular pattern.

Texture:
2.a.9    I can overlap and overlay to create an effect.

2.a.10    I can use collage materials to create a specific picture.

2.a.11    I can use rubbings as part of a textural piece.
2.a.12    I can use different materials when printing. String, card, cork …to enhance texture.

Line:
2.a.13    I can choose and use different pencils when drawing.

2.a.14    I can explore shade within lines.

2.a.15    I can observe and draw things in my surroundings with increasing awareness.

2.a.16    I am starting to use direction in line to add to my work.

Form (3D construction)
2.a.17   I can recognise and describe forms in nature- natural, man-made.

2.a.18    I can shape and form from direct observation.

2.a.19    I can construct from junk/recycled materials.
