	Children develop their knowledge of religious beliefs of some faiths. They begin to understand the practices linked with specific religions, demonstrating recall of symbols and artefacts.

	Children recall and name different beliefs and practices, including festivals, worship, rituals and ways of life, in order to find out about the meanings behind them.

	
	

	
	

	Know about & Understand A2. Identify, investigate and respond to questions posed by, and responses offered by some of the sources of wisdom found in religions and world views;
	Children listen to and discuss different religious stories they have heard showing understanding about what they have heard.
	Children can recall religious stories and begin to retell them in their own words, linking them to their religion and understanding why they are important.
	Children retell and suggest meanings to some religious and moral stories, exploring and discussing sacred writings and sources of wisdom and recognising the communities from which they come.

	

	
	
	

	Know about & Understand A3. Appreciate and appraise the nature, significance and impact of different ways of life and ways of expressing meaning;
	Children encounter different religions through books, artefacts and places of worship beginning to understand the differences in their lives to those around them.
	Children begin to become familiar with the different ways of life with religious communities.
	Children recognise some different symbols and actions, which express a community’s way of life, appreciating some similarities between communities.

	

	
	
	

	Express and Communicate B1. Explain reasonably their ideas about how beliefs, practices and forms of expression influence individuals and communities;

	Children ask questions about what they have learnt and reflect on their feelings and personal experiences in relation to these.
	Children begin to reflect on what they have learnt about specific religions and ask some questions about different communities.



	Children ask and respond to questions about what communities do, and why, so that they can identify what difference belonging to a community might make.

	

	
	
	

	Express and Communicate B2. Express with increasing discernment their personal reflections and critical responses to questions and teachings about identity, diversity, meaning and value;

	Children develop a positive sense of themselves and others. They form positive and respectful relationships with those around them.
	Children express experiences linked to themselves and begin to ask questions to those around them linked to theirs and others experiences, demonstrating respect.
