	Anglo-Saxon period (410AD-1066) comes after the Romans.
The Anglo-Saxons were made up of three tribes: the Angles; Saxons; and, Jutes.

5 kingdoms: Northumbia, Mercia, Wessex, Kent, East Anglia
The name ‘Angles’ eventually became ‘English’ and their land became ‘England’.

For a long time, England was not one country, Anglo-Saxon kings ruled lots of small kingdoms across the land.

To know that the main religion changed from Paganism to Christianity over 100 years.

To understand that the Anglo-Saxon settlers lived as farmers. The villages were built near natural resources.
	Between 1497 and 1763, 
English seamen reached places Europeans had not previously been. Britain then set up colonies and used them to trade all over the world. However the British used violence to take over these lands, many people were enslaved as a result of the expansion of the empire. 


After 1612, the East India Company began to build up a small empire of trading posts in India.

In the 17th and 18th centuries, India was a wealthy sub-continent while Britain was a poor kingdom. By the 20th century, their fortunes had reversed: India was now one of the poorest countries of the world and Britain the richest.

Direct British rule of India began in 1858.

Indians were forced to migrate to the West Indies and South Africa to work on the plantations as servants.


	World War 2 was a battle between two groups of countries – the “Allies” and the “Axis“.

Children were evacuated from cities expected to be bombed as enemy planes targeted factories etc. Children were evacuated to the countryside.

Adolf Hitler, together with the Nazi Party, wanted Germany to rule Europe.

During the course of the war, German forces advanced through Europe. By the summer of 1941 they had invaded France, Belgium, Holland, Luxembourg, Denmark, Norway, Greece, Yugoslavia and the USSR

Millions of Germans were imprisoned and killed because they didn’t fit the image of the ‘perfect’ German. Hitler wanted to create what he thought was the “best” and strongest race – and to the Nazi Party, this excluded certain groups, such as Jews, Gypsies and those with physical and mental disabilities

Many foods were rationed due to trade collapsing as Germany’s attack on the Atlantic sea lanes destroyed millions of tonnes of shipping.

After the war international trade expanded at its most rapid pace of the 21st century.

The Germans surrendered on 8 May 1945
