	Andy Goldsworthy makes ephemeral (lasting a short time) sculptures from natural materials; natural forms show pattern, symmetry and texture.

A balanced diet uses varied food groups.
	Watercolours can be layered using washes and blending to create gradients and horizons.

	Indian textile design uses block printing and repeated motifs; textiles are joined to make 3D forms; decorative stitches add strength and beauty.
	Abstract art expresses ideas using shape, colour and texture; Peter Thorpe combines abstract, textured backgrounds with space-themed imagery; media (paint, pastel, watercolour) create different effects.
	WW2 rationing required substitutions and careful planning; perspective drawing shows depth in structures such as air-raid shelters.
	Healthy eating balances food groups; recipes can be adapted for nutrition; anatomical drawings show realistic heart structure and function.
